Running for Congress in the newly redrawn 11th District, Stilp became a
political activist in response to the nuclear accident at Three Mile Island.
Decades later, Gene Stilp brings this same commitment to his candidacy for
U.S. Congress. Approachable, clear-minded and forthright, Stilp often
injects humor into his political messages. His best-known prop is an
inflatable 25-foot pink pig that became the backdrop for raucous protest
rallies following lawmakers’ 2005 vote to award themselves fat pay raises. A
public outcry prompted the Legislature to repeal the raises a few months
later, but the fallout lasted for years, extending the pig’s usefulness as a
symbol of greed in government. He is challenging a re-election bid by
freshman Republican Rep. Lou Barletta, a former
Hazleton mayor whose get-tough policies on
illegal immigrant catapulted him into the
national limelight.
