There are crucial decisions be-
ing made right now that will affect
our health and natural resources.
Two issues, the implementation of
the Pennsylvania Clean Vehicles

Program and the adoption of a
regulation requiring significant
cuts in mercury pollution from
power plants, are under attack by
industry.

Industry lobbyists are walking
the halls of the Capitol every day
trying to stop these regulations.
We need to bring an army of peo-
ple to Harrisburg to demonstrate
our support for these important

programs that clean our air and

Oppose Bill on Mercury

Through the excellent work by
a coalition of environmental,
sportsmen, public health and reli-
gious groups, the Pennsylvania
Department of Environmental Pro-
tection (PADEP) recently intro-
duced a draft rule that will require
the state's power plants to stop
spewing toxic mercury by 90 per-
cent by 2015; it's called the PA
Mercury Rule.

This draft regulation goes fur-
ther than that of the federal gov-
ernment - called CAMR, the Clean
Air Mercury Rule. The Federal
CAMR allows trading, which we
will never accept, and will increase
the chances that no specific mer-
cury reductions will occur at Penn-
sylvania power plants. With CAMR,
PA utilities will trade pollution

credits and allow other out of
state plants to reduce mercury,
while our citizens will continue to
be poisoned.

Pennsylvania must have a spe-
cific mercury control regulation, i.
e. the PA Mercury Rule that pro-
hibits pollution trading.

But the highly profitable
utility industry does not want
to install pollution control
equipment. They've convinced
legislators to introduce bills aimed
at killing the Pennsylvania Mercury
Rule. Today, legislators are being
asked to co-sponsor and support

On April 24th, the Otzinachson Group of the
Pennsylvania Chapter of the Sierra Club spon-
sored a free screening of the 2003 documentary
The End of Suburbia: Qil Depletion and the De-
mise of the American Dream at the Public Li-
brary for Union County in Lewisburg. The
showing was near capacity for the library’s
small function room and attendees included a
County Commissioner, one current and one for-
mer Mayor of Lewisburg, and two local Planning

Commissioners, one each from Lewisburg and
East Buffalo, as well as almost 20 other inter-
ested citizens. They were treated to an informa-
tive and intriguing indictment of the unheralded
breadth of America’s oil dependency. After all,
we all know that transportation and home heat-
ing depend in large part on fossil fuels, but
what about the food we eat and the business
we expect to proceed “as usual”?

This thought-provoking film brings the com-
plex issues of oil depletion, consumer culture,
suburban form and community organizing into
sharp focus, reminding us all of the need for ac-
tion -- nationally, locally and personally. While
viewers may initially feel that there's nothing
new to

hear on the topic, it makes a difference to
hear about the radical consequences of the end
of oil from the mouths of oil company scientists
and consultants. Indeed, for many of us these
issues may be all too familiar. They are tired,
even if timely. But the film serves as an appar-
ently

necessary reminder that we are, none of us,
doing all we can in response whether in terms
of personal preparations, raising general aware-
ness or promoting local economy and policy
strategies. As a gauge of how effective a moti-
