Primary Function:  Fellows will implement a self-designed campaign to elevate population, 
sexual and reproductive health and rights, and environmental protection among youth audiences. 
 
Time Required: Positions will require a commitment of approximately 10 hours per week over the 
academic school year (September 2009 – May 2010). The program provides up to $1,000 of 
campaign funds  for campus outreach and events for each fellow.

·  Attend FREE Fellowship Retreat in Washington DC, 
September 2009 (details TBD) 

·  Plan, develop, and facilitate individual campaign plan 
·  Participate in bi-weekly “check-ins” with staff contact 
·  Develop and maintain partnerships and community contacts 
·  Participate in local and national advocacy events such as 

events, presentations, teach-ins, media actions and meeting 
with decision-makers 

·  Provide evaluation of all activities to staff contact and other 
fellows

·  Activist with reproductive health and rights or environmental 

group  
·  Demonstrated leadership, organizational, and verbal and 

written communication skills 
·  Strong interest in international and domestic sexual and

·  Ability to work independently and as a member of a team, with 

individuals from varying socioeconomic backgrounds, sexual
