Extreme oil extraction comes to Los Angeles

Canadian tar sands could be routed through
Wilmington. Make your voice heard to oppose this
environmentally dangerous practice.

To feed our continuing addiction to gasoline, local Wilmington oil
refineries have quietly been making plans to bring in large amounts
of Canadian tar sands crude oil and North Dakota Bakken crude oil.

Canadian tar sands strip-mining destroys boreal forests in Canada
and causes long-term water pollution there. Because it takes more
energy to extract and refine, it also causes more carbon dioxide pollu-
tion for every gallon of gasoline.

Operationally, tar sands crude has a higher amount of sulfur, mak-
ing it more corrosive to refinery pipes and equipment, with a greater
chance of leaks and fires like the one that happened in Richmond
recently.

North Dakota Bakken crude oil poses a different problem. For some
reason, it seems to be much more volatile than normal crude, such that
rail tank car accidents have resulted in explosive fires. Current rail tank
cars are known to have flaws that leave them vulnerable to leaks if they
are involved in accidents.

These rail tank cars should be upgraded or replaced with a newer,
safer generation of rail tank cars.

Valero refinery, for example, has submitted plans to the South
Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) which oversees
Southern California to bring in 40 rail tank cars per day, about 70%

Los Angeles City Councilmember Joe Buscaino, who represents the
Wilmington and San Pedro areas, also is on the Governing Board of
the SCAQMD. He should hear from constituents who are opposed to
these new feedstocks coming to local refineries.

Also, consumers should try to use as little gasoline as possible, by
driving less (walk, bicycle, take mass transit when possible) and driv-
ing vehicles that get good gas mileage, perhaps even plug-in electric

Chapter tackles local fracking plans

New committee works to stop the
dangerous practice of hydraulic
fracturing.

The Angeles Chapter’s newly formed
Fracking: Oil & Gas Committee has teamed
up with several partner organizations to push
for ending the practice of hydraulic fracturing
in the City of Los Angeles. Their efforts paid
off on February 28 when the Los Angeles City
Council voted 10-0 to adopt a fracking mora-
torium — which, if approved, would make Los
Angeles the largest city in the nation to adopt
a moratorium on this controversial oil and gas
drilling practice.

Partner organizations included Food
& Water Watch, the National Grassroots
Coalition, the Sierra Clubs Save the
Montebello Hills Task Force, Citizens
Coalition for a Safe Community and other
local environmental groups that have been
working for a number of years to address the

public health and environmental hazards of
hydraulic fracturing.

Hydraulic fracturing is among the extreme
techniques the oil and gas industry uses to
extract oil and gas from hard-to-reach places.
It involves injecting high volumes of water,
toxic chemicals, sand and other materials
deep into the ground to break up soil and
rock. Increasingly, the industry also uses a
form of well stimulation, often called acid
stimulation, which involves injecting high
concentrations of extremely powerful acids
deep into the ground to dissolve rock.

In a letter to City Council members,
Angeles Chapter fracking committee co-chairs
Tom Williams and David Haake called for “an
immediate moratorium on and suspension of
all oil and gas permits and revisions of condi-
tional use permits pertinent to hydraulic frac-
turing, or ‘fracking, and acidization within
the City of Los Angeles until the municipal
code sections pertinent to oil and gas are
thoroughly revised and updated to protect the
health and ensure the safety of the residents of

the City of Los Angeles.

“Hydraulic fracturing, or ‘fracking, has
become an important and timely environ-
mental and community issue for the City of
Los Angeles,” they wrote. “Fracking imper-
ils human health and safety, our air and
water quality, local wildlife, increases the risk
of earthquakes, and contributes to climate
change. This is especially true in a dense
urban environment where residents live in
close proximity to oil fields and where water
conservation is critically important.”

Moratorium proposed in September

The Los Angeles Fracking Moratorium
was introduced last September by Council
members Paul Koretz and Mike Bonin. A sec-
ond motion was introduced later by Council
members Jose Huizar and Bernard Parks
asking for a review of LA City codes as they
pertain to fracking. The Angeles Chapter’s

and 66 national parks. Located at the intersection of Africa, Asia, and
Europe, Israel contains landscapes that are often scattered by hundreds
or thousands of miles in other countries. In the north, snowy peaks such
as Mount Hermon harbor alpine flora and fauna, while in the south, the
Red Sea touches the tropical zone at the Gulf of Eilat, providing a rich
environment for vibrant coral reefs and gaudy fish. The center of Israel
is a potpourri of unique environments including tranquil oases, forested
slopes, harsh desert areas, Mars-like landscapes, and the Dead Sea, one
of the lowest points on earth.

Some of the largest raptor, songbird, and waterbird migrations in the
world pass through Israel, with hundreds of thousands of African birds
of prey and millions of other birds crossing as they fan out into Asia and
Europe. And a 620-mile trail called the Isracli National Trail crosses the
entire country from north to south, traveling through strategic areas of
natural and human history.

In these diverse landscapes, the history of human habitation and religious
practice is evident. At the Banias Spring Preserve, not only is the lovely
waterfall enjoyed in its pristine state by Israelis and tourists alike, but nearby
is a temple to Pan, the satyr god of forests and flocks, dated from 87 CE.
King David wrote psalms near the mesmerizing Ein Gedi waterfalls, where
now tourists come to admire the verdant scene and look for protected ibex
and hyrax on the cliffs above. We see the white-flowered broom plan, the
same one under which Elijah sought sustenance fleeing Queen Jezebel.
Everywhere there are reminders of the past in the environment, and enhanc-
es our connection to both history and the natural world.

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The highest goodness is like water

Look beyond California’s current drought to the
bigger picture of potable water worldwide

The Tao Te Ching goes on to say: “Water benefits all things and

does not compete. It stays in the lowly places which others despise.
Therefore, it is near The Eternal.”

And yet, we humans constantly commit acts that show our disregard
and disrespect for this most precious of all resources. Water pollution
in El Salvador from agribusiness, factories and, especially, metals min-
ing, pushed farmers, students, people of faith and human rights activ-
ists to form the National Roundtable Against Metallic Mining. The
Roundtable’s slogan was, “We can live without gold, but we can’t live
without water.” For “gold” substitute “copper” or “natural gas” or “coal”
or “giant hog farms.”

About 900 million people on earth lack access to treated water.
China has 20% of the world’s population and 7% of the world’s water.
India has 16% of the world’s population and 4% of its water. In com-
ing decades, two-thirds of the world’s countries will be water stressed.
The results will likely be disease, famine and resource wars. These
statistics were cited at a U.S.-Australian dialogue about the coming
water crisis. This conference, which took place in January of this year,
was organized by the Australian Consulate-General in Los Angeles in

partnership with UCLA.

A deeper look at California’s water woes

California, the largest national producer of agricultural products,
is one of the most water-challenged areas in the United States. About
80% of the state’s water supply is used for agriculture. There have
been two crops that require lots of water: rice and cotton. Northern
California likes to wag its finger at Los Angeles, but actually most of
the water it sends south goes to the San Joaquin Valley for agriculture.

Yearly rainfall in Los Angeles varies from 3.2 to about 38 inches. 2013
was an extremely dry year, and so far 2014 is not looking any better.
Los Angeles receives 85% of its water from outside the region, but our
traditional sources of water are vulnerable. The snowpack in the Eastern
Sierra is very low. The Metropolitan Water District’s water storage is less
than half of 2007 levels. A court ruling limits water exports from the
Bay-Delta area. More Colorado River water is being diverted to Arizona.
Ground water in the San Fernando basin has been contaminated.

Our “new” water sources will be conservation, reclamation and reuse.
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The technology and the know-how to deal with our water shortage exist.
The panelists at the UCLA conference agreed that what is lacking is
political will and a sufficiently strong effort to change people’s under-
standing and attitudes. It seems that, as long as one opens a tap and water
flows out, some people will act as if an endless supply of water is available
for hosing off driveways and sidewalks, and watering vast lawns.

Consider the example of storm water even though we have hardly
had any for a while. On a rainy day, over 10 billion gallons of untreated
water flows directly to the ocean. David Nahai, former Commission
President and General Manager of the L.A. Department of Water and
Power observed that we waste about 60% of storm water. Besides, urban
runoff is perhaps the greatest threat to our coast. Health costs of over $51
million go each year to treat swimmers who get sick from swallowing con-
taminated storm water that has made its way to the ocean.

A common greeting in Australia, Earth’s driest continent, is “How are
your tanks?” This refers to rainwater storage. Andy Lipkis, President of Tree
People, talked about using captured rainwater for laundry, gardens and toi-
lets. One inch of rain, he said, creates 3.6 billion gallons of runoff. Most of
it goes to the street, then to storm drains, then to the ocean.

Why not capture storm runoff?

Tree People has a 218,000-gallon cistern. One can buy rainwater
cisterns or rain barrels at stores like Home Depot. There is also a
fence which incorporates water catchment cisterns. If it ever starts to
rain again, storm water could conceivably supply 70% of L.A.’s water.
Storm water can be injected into aquifers to replenish them. Lipkis said
that trees, especially native oaks, are a major agent of water storage.

The L.A. Department of Water and Power, the Angeles Chapter
Water Committee and other entities have told us how we can save
water by repairing leaky faucets, turning off the water when we brush
our teeth, watering our gardens before 8 a.m., taking shorter showers,
and so on. But now we need to make bigger changes in our habits.

In January, Governor Brown announced that California is suffering a
drought. He called for voluntary water conservation measures. Will those
be enough? Seventeen communities in California will run out of water
in 60 to 100 days.

Republicans in the House of Representatives backed HR 3964, the
“Emergency Water Delivery Act.” This bill would have loosened or
abrogated environmental regulations that were enacted to protect the
Bay-Delta ecosystem. One congressman referred to the proposed bill as
championing “farmers over fish.” It was predicted that the bill would
not survive the Senate. Nonetheless, such bills are likely harbingers of
pushback on environmental regulations to come.

Lose your lawns

It is time for homeowners to lose their lawns. Grass drinks lots of water
and provides very little habitat for insects, birds, rodents and reptiles. It
offers no shelter, flowers or fruit. LADWP will pay you to get rid of your
grass. Take a trip to the Theodore Payne Nursery in Sun Valley. They can
provide you with native plants and lots of information.

Find out about your local water board. Water board members are
elected, and sometimes the Angeles Chapter Political Committee endors-
es candidates. Alf Brandt, Legislative Director to Assemblymember
Anthony Rendon, believes requiring that all water delivered to residences
be potable is wasteful. Meanwhile, a gray-water system can be installed
to use rinse water from washing machines to water gardens. Reclaimed
water is already used on golf courses and in parks and cemeteries. Purple
pipes warn that the water they contain is not potable.

We know what to do. We know how to do it. Public involvement
can help get it done.

motions, asking that they be combined to provide an immediate mora-
torium and suspension of fracking activities in the City of Los Angeles.
Both motions were approved by the City Council.

Advocates in support of the moratorium have warned that fracking
could threaten to contaminate groundwater and cause earthquakes
in an already seismically-active region. “It uses excessive amounts of
water in a drought, and most significantly for me is the incredible
risk of devastating earthquakes,” Bonin told KNX 1070 Newsradio.

In a commentary posted on his blog ClimateSpeak.com, Robert
Collier wrote, “What's not widely understood is that beneath the glitz
and power of the entertainment industry and finance, Los Angeles has
been an oil town ever since the days when Upton Sinclair wrote his
epic novel Oil!.

“The city of Los Angeles includes 1,880 active oil wells that pro-
duce a total of about 15,000 barrels per day. Neighboring areas of Los
Angeles County — primarily Long Beach, Inglewood and Beverly Hills
— produce about three times as much again, for a countywide total
of 66,000 barrels per day. State regulators say they do not know how

desalination plant planned for Huntington
Beach and Bay Delta Conservation Plan
in Northern California. Sierra Club was
actively opposed to the damaging Poseidon
desalination plant by publishing a series
of articles to educate our members and
supporters about the issue. Through our
outreach efforts, over 3,500 people signed
petitions opposing the project to send to
the California Coastal Commission, Orange
County Water District and Gov. Brown. The
Club successfully turned out our support-
ers to a packed Coastal Commission, with
enough speakers’ cards to fill 12 hours of
testimony. The Coastal Commission voted
to send the permit request back to Poseidon
for more information, and the company
decided to pull their permit application
until further notice.

Waste

The Organics Project released its Phase 1
Report, surveying the organic waste manage-
ment trends for cities within Los Angeles
County and Orange County. It prepared
educational materials, issued a press release
to engage the community and received
media coverage in the local press. Volunteers
successfully expanded outreach during
International Compost Awareness Week in
May through social media.

To help educate the community about the
issues of the impacts of organic waste on
global climate change, the Organics Project
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held several outings, including touring a
local compost facility, and a hike and edu-
cational event to commemorate the closure
of the Puente Hills Landfill in Los Angeles
County, the largest landfill in the nation. A
series of educational materials were devel-
oped to encourage residents to use worms
bins/vermiculture to reduce the amount of
food waste that is landfilled.

The group also helped prevent a pro-
posed landfill near Joshua Tree National
Monument and successfully advocated for
a plastic bag ban in the city of Los Angeles.
The ban went into effect in January 2014.

The Chapter’s efforts also included:
* establishing the Fracking, Oil and Gas

Committee in December 2013 to address
local impact of the dangerous drilling
practice;

* successfully warding off another bid to
build a toll road that would damage a
Native American sacred site, impact a
state park and harm native species and
a popular surfing destination in Orange
County;

* winning a key Public Records Act court
victory in the California Supreme Court
to provide access to computerized geo-

graphic information (GIS ) mapping data;

* being an endorsing organization for the
Women in Green Forum on August 28,
aimed at promoting women’s leadership
across the environmental industry;

co-hosting “A Legal Toolkit” seminar
to train activists about CEQA, NEPA,
Brown Act, Public Records requests and
FOIA;

joining Trails Safe Trails Coalition in
Orange County and planning the first
Trails Workshop, which brought together
trail user groups to brainstorm and col-
laborate safe trails for hikers, walkers,
mountain bikers and equestrians;

participating in various outreach events
including the GreenFest at the LA Mart;

joining 350.org for the Climate Rally in
downtown LA;

meeting with national and state public
officials and with the Army Corps of
Engineers which bulldozed wildlife refuge
area at the base of the Sepulveda Dam in
the San Fernando Valley. Chapter out-
reach included conservation hikes for
the public and media on the weekends
through the impacted area;

fighting to preserve plans to restore the
Ballona Wetlands Ecological Reserve.
They discovered undocumented drain-
age of fresh water from the site and met
with officials to remedy the loss of water
needed to restore a marsh on the reserve;

showing up in force to remove invasive
plants from the newly restored Malibu
Lagoon as service option to give back on
Giving Tuesday in December.
